Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

6. Approve minutes from the March 15, 2001 regular meeting and the March 26th, Special meeting. 

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Ron Yurek, speaking on behalf of the American Legion,  requested that the council drop all assessments on the property located between the American Legion building and the Bank,  Lot 3, Block 2, Silver Lake Plat, except the West 27 feet of the North 100'.  This request was made to permit Legion purchase of the property through payment of back taxes.

RESOLUTION #01-03

A Resolution to Remove Assessments Concerning Condemnation on a Lot

Whereas the original assessments were placed on the lots described as Lot 3, Block 2, Silver Lake Addition, City of Silver Lake as condemnation assessments to remove blight, and

Whereas, the opinion of the city council is that the best use of the property is through enhancement as an addition to abutting property owners, such as the American Legion, and

Whereas the opinion of the council is that the nature of the lot is one that is not desirable as a separate building lot, and

Whereas the value of the lot is much less than the assessment applied to the lot such that practical sale of the lot would not be probable if the assessment were left on the lot, and

Whereas the city will receive compensation though payment of back taxes if the lot is sold.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the city council of the City of Silver Lake hereby approves removal of the original assessments for this purpose totaling $11,329.00 and any penalties accrued upon these assessments in order to permit the American Legion, Post 141 to purchase the property for back taxes.

Resolution passed this 19th day of April, 2001.

Karen Klatt explained the problems the Pola Czesky Committee was having in attraction of officers.  Some of the problems stem from experiences last year with Royalty and an insurance claim involving collision with an all terrain cycle rented by the Pola Czesky Parade Committee and a parked car.  The Winsted paper stated that that city had taken over their Legion Days celebration, which prompted discussion on a possibility for city involvement in Pola Czesky Days.  The administrator is to look into the city insurance policy to see what requirements may have to be met to insure the festival under city insurance.

Chris Kittock requested to use the field for league softball as used last year.  The council gave permission for the league to have its games at the field subject to proof of liability insurance.

Tom Serie gave the council an update on the programs offered by the McLeod County HRA and his attempts to locate land to build four more townhouse units..  Serie also requested a resolution to approve another HRA project within Silver Lake.

RESOLUTION 01-04

A Resolution to approve the construction of HRA townhouses in Silver Lake

Whereas the townhouses built on Grove Ave. under the HRA program have been a welcome addition to the city, and

Whereas, the city council supports housing growth within the city limits,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the city council of the City of Silver Lake hereby approves and supports the proposed addition of four-unit townhouses to be built in the city of Silver Lake by the McLeod County HRA.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report  (Jeanne Long)

1. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve the review of Jeanette Kadlec. Unanimous

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to approve the review of Lisa Blazinski. Unanimous

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the reviews of the following auditorium cleaners:
Jim Guetter, Shay Guetter, and Christine Blazinski.  Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve the purchase of a water heater for the liquor store. Unanimous

5. Kieser initiated a discussion on dress code for the bartenders.  The council members agreed that the bartenders are to wear the shirts as provided for them out of the liquor store uniform account. 

6. The auditorium reports were discussed.  Long mentioned that the reports will show a loss in April as expenses will be up for preparations for the typical spring and summer events.

B. Public Works Report: 

1. After review of the bids and discussions of recommendations as offered by five other cities, the motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the bid of Morris Sealcoat & Trucking for $37,600.00. Unanimous.  Work is tentatively to start in June.

2. After council review of the various quotes,  the motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the purchase of a street sweeper for approximately $8,000.00 subject to Kosek's inspection and determination of the desirability of the machine. Unanimous.

3. After council review of the quotes, the motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve Lite Electric as a contractor to install generator hookups for the well pumps. Unanimous.  

4. Kosek reported that the I & I program appears to be improving the rate of flows in that this year's flows have been down 40-50 % from previous years.

5. After talking to consultants from SEH, measures have been taken to improve the water for the residents on the East edge of Main St. These measures include setting up an artificial loop, and lowering the chlorine addition levels. Water tests indicate that the residents are now showing chlorine levels.  

C. Police Report

1. ICR reports were handed out for council review.

2. Two houses were discussed concerning garbage build up in their yards and the need for cleanup.

3. Klein reported that the Sheriff's department now will not take any calls within the city limits and that the city police of all the smaller cities in the county must answer all calls.  Klein advised the council that he would like to see how his department is affected before any action is taken to hire extra help.  The council discussed ways of

protesting the sheriff's decision and expressed disappointment as they feel it is contrary to the best public interests.

4. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to approve payment of a minimum of two hours for every call-in the police must take while off duty. Unanimous.

5. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Miska to pay the police officers $2.42 per hour call time from 6:00 a.m. to on duty and $1.00 per hour call time from off duty until 6:00 a.m. Unanimous. 

D. Administrator's Report

1. An update on progress for the possibility of application for the grant from the Historical Society for the Auditorium was given.  A tuck pointer has been contacted to get a quote for fixing the front of the auditorium.  Other possible projects, such as restroom renovations were discussed.

2. Marschel, Yurek and the administrator attended a summer recreation organizational meeting on the 17th of April.  Both Marschel and Yurek updated the council on plans for the spring program.  A suggestion was made at the organizational meeting to place an advertisement in the paper for equipment donations.  

3. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Miska to approve the Safety First Contract for training city workers. Unanimous.

4. The administrator explained the $18,377 insurance premium and how it was allotted.

5. Miska mentioned that he had heard comment on the Administrator's work habits.  Suggestions were made to be more careful of public perception and to leave the office on lunch breaks.  Kieser requested that the office be open later in the afternoon.  The council requested that the administrator try staying open until 5:30 one day a week for a trail basis to which the administrator agreed.

6. Marschel requested that information be gathered on pool accessories and slides for the summer season.  Currently a search is on to someone for the upcoming summer season to manage the pool as Ingebretson is unable to do so for this year.  

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to adjourn until the regular meeting to be held May 17th, 2001 and the Board of Review to be held April 25th.  Unanimous.
