7.      Approve the resolution for a gaming license for the American Legion

The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.
General Business:

George Lhotka acted as the primary spokesman from the American Legion with questions about the following:

Did the city council have any hesitation in approving the Legion liquor license?  Both Wawrzyniak and Kieser affirmed that there must have been some misunderstanding as the council has no problems with the Legion operations.

Other lengthy discussion was held concerning the activities of the full time police officer while on patrol.  The Legion expressed the opinion that the officer may be over enthusiastic in his duties which in turn is hurting business and pull-tab sales.  Members of the council pointed out that he is doing his job as trained.  Chief Klein suggested that public relations work between the police department, the organizations and business owners in the city might be appropriate.   

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Tom Chap) 

Chap requested information on the type of financial reports that the council feels is important.  Different reports will be tried to determine a more desirable form.

B. Public Works Report: (Dale Kosek)

Various updates were given concerning the purchase of the Fiat Allis Wheel Loader, the Highway 7 project, future snow removal plans and the Christmas decorations.

C. Administrators Report

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the gaming license for the Silver Lake Firemen's Relief Association. Unanimous.
The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to approve Juran and Moody as a depository. Unanimous.
The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve payment of  $1,153.94 to Winsted for the attorney fees accrued in Cable Television Franchise negotiations. Unanimous.
The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Marschel to approve Jeanne Long's yearly evaluation.  Discussion was held concerning the current job description and as to whether it should be upgraded to a higher scale.  The position will be re-evaluated.

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve January 6th, 2000 at 6:30 p.m. for a time for the annual business meeting and January 27th, 2000 at 6:00 p.m. as a time for the regular meeting. Unanimous.
D. Police Report

Monthly activity reports were handed out showing the number and type of arrests and stops made during the month.

The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Kieser to adjourn until the special meeting to be held December 9th, 1999 and the regular meeting to be held December 16th, 1999.  Unanimous.
