Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

Old Business:

1. Councilor Foss reviewed squad equipment replacement costs and forwarded a request to repaint the new squad.  
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to keep the new squad white.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve $4,251.31 towards the purchase of new equipment for the new Squad car.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

2. Reviewed the recommendation of the Planning Commission to issue Conditional Use Permit #04-03 for the construction of an accessory building over 800 Sq. Ft.  
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve Conditional Use Permit 04-03.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

3. Reviewed Proposed Ordinance 60: An ordinance prohibiting disorderly conduct in schools or on school property and providing administrative and criminal penalties.  This matter was tabled until a latter date.

1. The Council reviewed the Special Assessments for the Developer’s portion of expenses for Silver Edge Estates Phase II.  Developer David Broll complimented the City and reported that this second phase of Silver Edge Estates was well organized and efficient.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve Special Assessments of $11,796.31 for the remaining 9 lots of Silver Edge Estates Phase II to be assessed as per Developer’s Agreement.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

3. The Council reviewed the Refuse/Recycling contract which is up for renewal 12/31/04.  It was decided that the Clerk send out a Request For Proposals to local haulers with the following included in the proposals:
a. Designation that recyclables be delivered to the McLeod County Materials Recycling Facility in a source separated manner;
b. Prices for:
i. 30 gallon cart
ii. 60 gallon cart
iii. 90 gallon cart
iv. Senior Rate (over 62 yrs.old)
c. Special Event service at no charge. (ie. Pola Czesky Days)
d. City Services at no charge (Except the Municipal Liquor Store)
e. Offer a Spring & Fall Cleanup at no charge
4. Mr. Andy Lundholm addressed the Council with a request to be permitted to have Pigme Goats as pets at his home.  Current City Code does not allow for such animals to be kept within City Limits.
The Council referred any questions he had regarding a citation he was given to the City Attorney.  In addressing Mr. Lundholm’s request, the Council agreed to review the current ordinance and it’s definition of pets and the possibility of a permit/licensing process.  The Police Chief and Clerk are to review surrounding communities and present a recommendation at a latter meeting.
5. Councilor Miska presented the reviews of bartenders Lori Galles & Mike Wojiciak.  Mayor Bebo suggested that the reviews be tabled until the next meeting when department business is addressed.  Councilor Miska reported that MLS Manager Quast had requested approval of $1,000.00 to book the White Sidewalls to perform at the Auditorium.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to book the White Sidewalls to perform at the Auditorium for $1,000.00 or 65% of the admissions which ever is higher.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
