October 21st, 1999

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:07 p.m.

4. Approve the minutes from the September 16th,  1999 meeting

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

John Kachelmeier presented plans for the Lions proposed park area.  The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Kieser to accept the donation of the proposed park property, described as John Totushek's 2nd Addn., Block 5, Lots 8 & 9, less the N 58', as requested by the Lions. Unanimous

Department Business:

A. Pool Report (Karrie Ingebretson)

1. Several Reports were handed out concerning season attendance, incomes and expenses for the 1999 pool season.  In general the revenues were less than in 1998 as were the expenses.  

2. After a review of the attendance figures, a general consensus was that it may be best to schedule closings on the Sunday of Pola Czesky weekend except for private reservations and to be open only one p.m. to five p.m. on Saturday.  With the understanding that exceptional conditions such as high temperatures may permit longer opening times.

3. The attendance data as included in the packet suggested that extended openings through August would not be warranted.

B. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Tom Chap, Rannow arrived 6:20 p.m.)

1. Reports were handed out for August and September

2. Gross sales for the year have been down each month.  With promotions to be tried to increase sales.

C. Public Works Report:  (Dale Kosek)

1. City systems are in the process of being winterized.  Wastewater ponds are in excellent condition.

2. The concrete company is back for the HWY 7 construction with expectations to be finished by Mid November.

3. Negotiations are in progress with MnDOT concerning damage to gate valves during construction of HWY 7 that total $650.00

4. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve the purchase of a wheel loader for $35,000.00, conditional on the quality of the unit, with a combination of funds to be used from the Public Works Equipment Fund, Water and Wastewater Funds.  Unanimous.  Kieser also requested that all members be informed of the purchase conditions when it occurs.
5. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve payment of $37,633.00 to Juuls contracting, as recommended by RCM Engineering, for installation of water and sewer lines crossing Hwy 7. Unanimous

6. Winter parking ordinances were discussed with the decision to leave all ordinances as in place.

D. Police Report (Eric Klein)

a. Klein addressed various rumors about activities of the police force and policies in use which include:

b. The patrol area is generally within one mile of the city limits for turn around purposes, however, the units may be seen farther out if in pursuit, on business at the Glencoe courthouse,  mutual aid or extreme emergency.

c. Klein stated that the department preferred to offer a ride home or arrange a ride home for drinkers.  Once in the car and in control of a motor vehicle, the police have no choice but to charge if the person exceeds the legal alcohol limits.  They cannot offer a driver a ride home once in the car.

1. Klein used statistics from the Department of Public Safety on drinking drivers and speeding to explain the reasoning for these policies as well as POST licensing requirements for police officers that state that an officer can lose their license if they do not detain an intoxicated driver.    

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve the annual reviews for Eric Klein. Unanimous.     

E. Administrator's  Report

1. The motion was made to approve leasing the old grain mill located on Block 3, lot 4 Totushek's 2nd Add.,  October 28-30,  for the haunted house activities for Halloween with Susan Kieser authorized to sign as acting mayor and David Peck as clerk.

2. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Rannow to approve Resolution #99-12,  "A Resolution Regarding Transfer of the Cable System Franchises Conditioned Upon Compliance With Certain Terms and Conditions." Unanimous

3. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Rannow to approve the liquor license for the American Legion.  Unanimous. 

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to adjourn until the November 18th, 1999 regular meeting.  Unanimous.
