The motion was made by Rannow and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

1. Paul Harvego, the city auditor from Fawcet and Young, gave the annual report of his opinion of the financial conditions of the city and identified the financially troubled departments.  The three departments mentioned as problem areas were the auditorium, swimming pool and ambulance.  The council took his recommendations under advisement. Complete audit reports are on file at the city office.

2. Leroy Pokornowski presented the annual update on the Pola-Czesky Days. 

Determination of a donation was tabled until another meeting.  The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Rannow to approve a non-intoxicating malt beverage license for the Pola Czesky committee for the three days of July 30, 31 and August 1. Unanimous.

Department Business:

3. Balancing to the cash register has been a problem due to the training of new employees unfamiliar with the operation of the register.  All funds were accounted for.

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Wawrzyniak to approve the hire of Amanda Alsleben as a police reserve officer. Unanimous.

2. Problems with truck parking in residential areas were reviewed.

3. The company hired to do street crack filling is three to four weeks behind due to rainy weather.

4. Discussed the three crossings for water and sewer under Hwy 7 and decided that the two west crossings would be ideal with the other subject to further review.

5. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Wawrzyniak to raise the tipping fees for Pete Swartzer's Sanitation service from $5.00 to $10.00. Unanimous

A. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Kieser to permit no other septic services of this nature to dump into the city sanitary sewer system nor permit another service to replace Swartzer's should that service no longer utilize the system. Unanimous. 

B. Administrators Report

1. Updated the council on the success of the summer recreation program

2. The motion was made by Wawrzyniak and seconded by Marschel to approve Ordinance #47, "An Ordinance Amending Chapter 15, Section 6, Subd. 1 of the Silver Lake Municipal Code Providing For An Expanded Definition of Compost and Amending Chapter 15, Section 6, Subd 2 by Adding Compost to its Restrictions." Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Rannow and seconded Marschel to approve the purchase of cell phones for the ambulance and public works department.  Unanimous.

The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Rannow to adjourn until the next scheduled meeting to be held June 28th, 1999 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of interviewing the three finalists for police applicants. Unanimous.
