 August 15th, 2001

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.  (Mayor Yurek excused herself before the last half-hour of the meeting due to health reasons.)

7. Approve minutes from the July 19th, Council meeting

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Lisa Blazinski)

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to approve the reviews as presented for Leroy Schultz, Nicole Muenchow and Stephan Muenchow. Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to approve the hire of  Ann Lindee and Betty Frorip to clean the auditorium. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Marschel and seconded by Bebo to approve the hire of Dweezil Walters. Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the review for Cindy Callanan as presented. Unanimous.

5. Discussion was held concerning the logistics for the outdoor event for the liquor store to be held September 8, from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Other discussion concerned the purchase of security cameras and the need to get more quotes for their purchase.

6. Floor mats were expected to cost over $700.00.  The council approved their purchase.

B. Public Works Report: 

1. A contractor will be looking at the pool on August 21st at 10:00 a.m. to offer an estimate of the cost of necessary repairs and upgrades.

2. Kosek explained that the odor coming off of the lake is due to blue algae, that flourishes during hot weather, such as that that has recently occurred.  

3. Kramer Excavating's letter to SEH was reviewed. 

· The curb and gutter along Century Lane is to be replaced in 2002.  Kosek stated that the efforts to lift up the curb and push dirt under it with a small backhoe as observed is not a satisfactory repair.

· Patches on the road where there is excessive settlement will have to be approved by SEH.  Kosek stated that if the patches settle further then there is an agreement that Kramer Excavating will have to pay Mueller's to take out the existing Century Lane and redo it next year.

· Should the base coat be adequate, then the wear coat on Century Lane will be applied June of 2002.

C. Planning Commission Report

1. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Marschel to approve the conditional use permit as recommended by the planning commission for Brad Lokensgard. Unanimous.

2. The scheduled hearing for the change of zoning for the property on which the old creamery is located was cancelled due to the fact that the applicant did not have any claim to ownership of the property.

D. Administrators Report

1. A copy of a drug testing policy was reviewed for approval.  Final approval was tabled until the September 20th, meeting to see if the Fire Department and Ambulance Department want to participate.

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the donation of $450.00 to the Pola Czesky committee from the liquor store fund. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the payment of $6,492.05 to Kramer Excavating contingent upon the County reimbursement.  Unanimous.

4. A special meeting was set for September 6th, 2001 at 6:30 p.m. to discuss the preliminary budget and to review the employees job descriptions.

5. For the purpose of budgeting, the council came to a consensus that the annual cost of living increase for 2002 should be set at 3.5%.

6. Bebo requested that the administrator explain the fund balance report to the council for their better understanding.

E. Council member reports:

1. Marschel updated the other council members on the summer recreation issues that were expressed at a previous meeting.  Paulson told Marschel that on the days of games there is no practice and that T-shirts were available to all children to wear

but not keep.  And that Paulson did hand deliver some of the shirts to various children.

2. Possibilities were discussed to enable the children in the recreation program to keep their shirts for the upcoming year.

3. Marschel informed the council that her home is sold but that she will be living in the city for some time.  The other council members told her that they would be comfortable with her service as a council member until such time as she leaves to reside in a different city.

F. Police Report:

1. ICR's were handed out and reviewed.

2. Holt Motor's will be repainting the squad car due to the thin paint that was discovered when the unit was being buffed.

3. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Marschel to approve the hire of Mark Anderson as a part time police officer and to sponsor his license.

4. Further discussion was held concerning the possibilities of use of the confiscated truck should the city be granted ownership by the courts.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to adjourn until the meeting to be held September 6th, and the regular meeting to be held September 20th.  Unanimous.
